Dear Parents and Glen Burnie High School Community Members, 

The year is off to a great start.  Students are actively engaged in their studies and have settled 

nicely into the new school year.  There is a positive attitude about campus and much to be excited 
about.  I am extremely pleased to announce that Glen Burnie High School met its 2008-2009 
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) state performance standards, yet another indication that we are, 
thanks to the efforts of our highly dedicated staff, moving towards improving academic achievement 
for all students. 
 
Fall testing for High School Assessments, a significant measurement of our AYP, takes place October 
5 through October 15.  All students must pass HSA tests in English 10, Algebra, Biology, and U.S. 
Government to fulfill state graduation requirements.  It is important that students take these tests 
seriously and prepare accordingly.  Those students not taking HSA tests will attend regular 
scheduled classes during this week.  Additionally, all students in grades nine through eleven will be 
administered the College Board PSAT test on October 14.  Test takers are reminded to get a good 
night’s sleep, to eat breakfast for optimal performance, and to report to school on time. 
 

Interims were distributed on September 25.  This year, Anne Arundel County Public Schools 
implemented PowerTeacher Gradebook in its high schools in an effort to keep parents more up-to-
date on their child’s performance in classes.  Eventually parents will be able to access classroom 
grades through PowerTeacher Gradebook online at any given time.  It is anticipated that the parent 
portal will be operational by second semester.  Until then, if you have any questions about your 
child’s progress, please contact the teacher directly or set up a conference through the Guidance 
Office. 
 
Parents are reminded to please keep your student home if they are ill, especially if they are sick with 
the flu or exhibiting flu-like symptoms.  If your child is not feeling well at school, they should report 
to the Health Room.  Far too often students are making direct contact with parents via cell phones 
and not following established procedures for leaving school.  It is vital that we are able to accurately 
monitor our absenteeism rate given the heightened awareness of new flu strains.  Practice good 
health and check with your physician or local health department about available flu vaccines. 

 
I invite you to get involved in your child’s high school experience.  Get to know their friends and 
teachers.  Encourage them to participate in extra/co-curricular activities and to show Gopher pride.  
Let’s work together to ensure that Glen Burnie High School continues to remain deep in tradition and 
moves forward positively for the good of every student.

Glen Burnie High School has a strong commitment to providing our students with a safe and caring environment in which to learn.  
The Anne Arundel County Public School System has been implementing a Bullying Prevention Initiative for the past four years to 

support this commitment.  This initiative focuses on teaching students skills to avoid being victimized by bullies and empowers 

students to take a stand against bullying in our school. 

 

To assist schools in gathering data about bullying in each school, the county will be administering a web-based bullying survey on 

November 16 through December 23 to all students in grades 4 – 10. The survey will also be available on-line for parents at this 

time.  Parents can access this survey on the Anne Arundel County Public Schools website or at http://survey.aacps.org .  The passcode 

for parents for this administration is tva452. 
 

Results from the survey will be available to the school immediately after it is administered and will be used in developing 

individual school plans to address bullying. 

 

This program is most effective when the parent community, administration, staff, and students all share the belief that kindness and 

respect contribute to a positive environment that result in increased academic success.  Bullying and aggressive behaviors do not 

have a place in our school. When we all have a common language for discussing these issues, our efforts to increase respectful 

behaviors and decrease incidents of bullying will have great results.

WILL  TAKE  THE  PSAT: 

        
 Good luck to all students on the PSAT/NMSQT ! On 

Wednesday, October 14, all freshmen, sophomores, and 

juniors will participate in the Preliminary Scholastic 

Aptitude Test (PSAT).  This nationally standardized test 

measures skills in critical reading, mathematical reasoning, 

and writing.  It tests the ability to reason with facts and 

concepts rather than the ability to recall or recite them.  

These abilities, developed over years of study over a wide 

range of courses, are strong predictors of success in college. 
 

The PSAT is also known as the National Merit Scholarship 

Qualifying Test (NMSQT).   From the juniors who take this 

test each year, top scorers are selected and awarded 

scholarships ranging from $2,500 up to $40,000.  In addition 

to these Merit Scholarships, over 500 corporations and 

institutions use PSAT/NMSQT scores to award financial 

grants to children of their employees.   The PSAT/NMSQT 

is also used by the National Achievement Scholarship 

Program which recognizes and supports outstanding 

African-American students across the county and 
encourages their involvement in higher education. 

        

The Anne Arundel County Public School system pays for 

the PSAT/NMSQT test for all freshmen, sophomores, and 

juniors.  Students will have the opportunity to practice test 

questions during Seminar classes.  Students will also receive 

a practice test to take at home.   Additional practice tests, 

with immediate feedback and tutorials, are available on line 

at www.collegeboard.com. 

 

 Parents, please remind your students to bring #2 pencils and 

an approved calculator to school on Wednesday, Oct 14.   
Please encourage your students to take full advantage of this 

free opportunity and to try their very hardest.  The tests 

provide valuable practice for the future.   The College Board 

websites help individual students identify their strengths and 

hone in on areas needing improvement.  The score reports 

that arrive in December will also highlight ways that 

students can raise their scores on future tests.  Your support 

at home will go a long way toward getting our students into 

the college of their choice and toward obtaining scholarship 

money to make their (and your!) dreams come true.   

 

MANDATORY STATE TESTS    

AT GLEN BURNIE 

 

Glen Burnie students will have the opportunity to retake  

High School Assessments (HSAs) in English, Biology, 
Algebra, and Government.  Public high school students in 

Maryland are required to pass these four tests in order to 

graduate.   Students who still need to pass one or more of 

these tests (even seniors with a combined score of greater 

than 1602) will take them again between October 5 and 15.     

 

 Your student was recently given a Home Report of scores 

earned on tests taken last year.  If you are not sure about 

your student’s status, please contact the Guidance 

Department.  If you know that your student needs to take 

one or more tests, please confirm through Guidance that 

his/her name is on our testing rosters for October.   
         

        Tests will be administered on-line.  Students will be 

notified of their testing date and location.   Parents can help 

their students by asking about these test dates and 

encouraging students to log onto Maryland State Department 

of Education HSA practice sites.  We appreciate your help 

and support by promoting the importance of these 

assessments, by guaranteeing that students attend school and 

arrive on time on test days, and by encouraging students to 

do their best on these tests.

Check with a family doctor about college vaccinations. The meningococcal vaccine protects against 
bacterial meningitis. The Tdap vaccine protects against tetanus (lockjaw), diphtheria and pertussis 
(whooping cough).  The Anne Arundel County Department of Health provides routine immunizations to 
youth 18 years old and under at area health centers by appointment and through walk-in clinics. See 

clinic schedules below. 
 

Vaccinations are free; however, donations up to $10 are appreciated. 
 

Students should bring a copy of their immunization record.
